Living by Faith—Small Group Discussion Guide

Sermon Title, Theme, and Scripture Passage
· Title: Living by Faith: Trusting God in Uncertain Times
· Theme: Faith
· Scripture Passages:
· Hebrews 11:1 – "Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen."
· Romans 10:17 – "So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God."
· James 2:26 – "For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also."
Opening Prayer (2–5 minutes):
Invite a participant to open the session with prayer, asking God to guide the discussion, deepen everyone’s faith, and provide clarity in applying His Word to their lives.

Icebreaker (5–10 minutes):
Question:
"Share about a time when you had to trust someone without knowing how things would turn out. How did that feel?"
This question is designed to help you connect personally with the theme of trust and faith, fostering a sense of engagement and connection with the discussion.
Scripture Reading (5 minutes):
Ask group members to read the following passages aloud:
· Hebrews 11:1 – "Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen."
· Romans 10:17 – "So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God."
· James 2:26 – "For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also."
Take a moment to reflect on the meaning of these verses. This will encourage you to be thoughtful and introspective, deepening your understanding of the scripture.
Discussion Questions (30–40 minutes):
1. Reflection on the Passage:
· What does Hebrews 11:1 teach us about the nature of faith?
· How does Romans 10:17 explain how faith grows?
· Why does James 2:26 emphasize the relationship between faith and works?
2. Connection to Life:
· Can you share a situation where trusting in God helped you navigate uncertainty?
· How does reading God’s Word strengthen your faith when you face challenges?
· Think of a time when you acted on faith. How did it affect your relationship with God?
3. Practical Application:
· What area of your life is God asking you to trust Him with right now?
· What practical steps can you take this week to strengthen your faith?
· How can you encourage others to live by faith through your actions and words?
Prayer Time (10–15 minutes):
Instructions:
· Allow group members to share prayer requests related to trusting God in uncertain situations.
· Pray as a group, asking for increased faith, guidance, and peace for each participant.
Challenge for the Week:
Action Step:
Identify one area in your life where you need to take a step of faith. Write it down and commit to praying about it every day this week.
Encouragement:
Meditate on Hebrews 11 and reflect on how the examples of faith in that chapter can inspire your trust in God.
Closing Thought:
Remember, faith is not just belief—it’s confident trust in God’s promises and power expressed through action. As you step out in faith this week, be reassured that God is faithful to guide, strengthen, and reward those who diligently seek Him, strengthening your resolve and trust.
